They focus mostly on

exterior decorating. the also offered customized

lighting displays, garlands, wreaths, and bows.

  The full-service decorating package that 

Christmas Décor offers includes installation,

maintenance, removal and decoration storage.

  “Holiday decorating is not as easy as one 

may think. It takes expertise,” Ferrie  said.

  “Quality holiday decorating – especially

lighting – takes time, physical ability, design

skills and knowledge of electrical capabilities.”

We come out, put

them up and hang them, and store them at our 

property.” Pauls said.

  “Basically, the product is on a loan from

Christmas Décor. If a light goes out or some-


	thing breaks, we come out and fix it, “ said
Pauls.

  The designer said that the company even goes

as far as sending out an employee to patrol the

neighborhoods of customers to make sure the

decorations are intact and the lights are work-

ing.

  He said the company does not use anything

that will damage or alter a client’s home. No

nails or screws are used, and no holes are made in the home.

  “Everything is stand-alone and will not dam-

age the home. We’re not there to hurt your

house. The idea is for the client to enjoy the

holidays without hassle,” said Pauls.
  Fresh Cut is a fully insured company, so if

an employee is injured, the liability rests with

the company and not the homeowner.

  Each year Christmas Décor employees at-

tend national training held by the Christmas

Décor company. In August, Pauls and his crew

traveled to Baltimore to prepare for this

season’s decorating.

  “It’s crazy got ‘Joe Homeowner’ to climb on

these roofs, because one slip and you’re done.”

Pauls said.

  “Over the past few years the houses just keep

getting bigger. It’s just too dangerous for a lay-

man without training to climb on these roofs.”

  The company now has about 200 customer

cial and residential clients.

  The minimum fee is $500, but jobs can run

anywhere from $500 to $4,000, according to

the decorating consultant.
